DEMONSTRATOR VEHICLES

320.60 (3)  "Demonstrator" means any new motor vehicle which is carried on the records of the dealer as a demonstrator and is used by, being inspected or driven by the dealer or his or her employees, or prospective customers for the purpose of demonstrating vehicle characteristics in the sale or display of motor vehicles sold by the dealer.

320.27 (9) (a) 1 The department may deny, suspend, or revoke any license upon proof that a licensee: Represented that a demonstrator is a new motor vehicle, or attempted to sell or the sold a demonstrator as a new motor vehicle without written notice to the purchaser that the vehicle is a demonstrator.
